The bust of Smt. Ramamani at the gate welcomes the 4 s
visitor while that of Guruji is present in the entrance hall. Guruji's bust has been chiseled
by the Queen Mother of Belgium at the age of 81 joyous at accomplishing her life's
dream of performing Sirsasana.

The institute is filled with numerous awards, citations, presentations, offerings and works
of art presented to Guruji. The library has 8000 titles in several languages on a variety of
subjects ranging from philosophy, human anatomy and physiology, ayurveda,
commentaries on the scriptures, modern medicine and of course yoga.
